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International Film Festival 3Kino - Prague (IFF 3 Kino – Prague) - 3rd Annual Film Festival, Prague, 2. – 6. 11. 2016

ABOUT THE PROJECT
International Film Festival 3Kino - Prague (further referred as IFF 3Kino – Prague) was established in 2014 in order to revive the cooperation between Visegrad group countries (which are known as V4) in the area of cinematography. The main idea of the festival is to present the best pieces of the current cinematography in V4 and to create a space for discussion and meetings between authors, producers, distributors and, of course, audience.
Besides, IFF 3Kino – Prague shall represent a symbolic interconnection of film festivals regarding V4, i.e. among others, Filmové babí léto in Třinec, Lubuskie Lato Filmowe in Łagow (the oldest film festival in Poland), Solanin Film Festival in Nowa Sól, which all cooperate with IFF 3Kino –Prague. Within these festivals, Czech and Slovak films are publicised during particular sections called “IFF 3 Kino – Prague presents” with enabling their authors to meet the foreign audience.
OUR VISION
Our aim is to enrich the Prague cultural, esp. film events with high quality foreign films from countries near to our own cinematography and culture. Further, we would like to restore the cultural cooperation which used to be important for all V4 – let us remind e.g. activities of the Jazzová sekce or films and concerts organised by Hungary cultural centre in Prague.
ABOUT THE 2016 FESTIVAL
In this year, the 3rd annual of IFF 3Kino – Prague follows the successful 2014 and 2015 previous festivals, each visited in average by 1 200 attendants. The 3rd IFF 3Kino – Prague will take place November 2 - 6, 2016, not only in two screening rooms in the cinema Atlas, but also, as a novelty, in the cinema Evald. Like in the previous years, the 3rd IFF 3Kino – Prague focuses on the best of the current production of the V4. During the 5-day duration, more than 40 films will be presented. Invitation has been accepted by many outstanding Czech and foreign guests. 5 workshops have been prepared. As another development, morning performances for schools are going to be arranged, supplemented with discussions with students. 

Out of all the Polish films planned for the 3rd IFF 3Kino – Prague, let us mention the film Walpurga´s Night (Noc Walpurgi, director Marcin Bortkiewicz, 2015), which already has been awarded several times internationally. Another highly appreciated event will be a film The Just Man (Sprawiedliwy, director Michał Szczerbic, 2016). The festival will finish by the second volume of the box-office success Letters to Santa (comedy Listy do M. 2, 2015) directed by Macieje Dejczera. 
As a Czech premiere, a film Ederly (Ederly, director Piotr Dumala, 2015) or brand new Pitbull: New Orders (Pitbull. Nowe porządki, director Patryk Vega, 2016) will be shown. For the first time in Czech cinemas, also a movie of Leszka Dawida Side Effects (screenplay by famous Czech author Petr Zelenka) will be presented. One of the best polish series Secret Wars (Służby specjalne, 2014, director Patryka Vegy) definitely promises another intensive experience.
New pieces from Slovak and Hungarian cinematography will be introduced, such as a road movie Stanko (Stanko, director Rastislav Boroš) or a dark comedy Killers on Wheels (Tiszta Szívvel, director Attila Till).
A 60 minutes long series, to date unknown, of short films from 1984 – 1989 directed by an omni-talented artist Václav Koubek shall be considered a film pleasure. In addition, films Departure, Dressing Room, Hit and Trolley (Odjezd, Šatna, Hit a Kára), recorded on 16mm film material, will be also presented for the first time on a movie screen. Plus, a special projection of an original 35 mm version of an awesome though unfairly ignored Juraj Herz’s film Passage from 1996 will take place. 
Last but not least, a projection prepared for pleasure seekers shall not be forgotten – i.e. a two-day series marathon during which a complete normalisation Czech series District on North (Okres na severu) directed by Evžen Sokolovský in 1981 will be shown.  The series can also fully serve as an evidence of what TV production was possible of in socialism.  
FESTIVAL DRAMATURGY
The very first and principal requirement of the IFF 3Kino founders is the artistic value and emphasis on the quality of the work concerned. Although the dramaturgy of the IFF 3 Kino – Prague focuses on the current work, that is why we try to introduce as much new releases as possible, we do not want to show every new film from selected countries regardless on its quality. Festival dramaturgy is not limited by any particular genre; it goes through genres and represents the cinematography of Visegrad countries in its complexity.

GUESTS
If it was the actor Eryk Lubos,  awarded at IFF Karlovy Vary for best male performance, who was the festival foreign superstar last year, then this year we will welcome several film celebrities. Let us name for instance Krzysztof Łukaszewicz, the director of epic film Karbala, or Petr Zelenka and Leszek Dawid, who met for a joint project called Side Effects. Out of all the eminent Czech guests let us mention the famous director Juraj Herz who will attend the unique projection of the film Passage, and the significant exile Czech film author Václav Reischl (films The Beetle and Baker´s Gravedigger). Let us also point out the famous author of dozens of animated films and multiple laureate of prestige film awards Pavel Koutský. He will moderate a workshop focusing on „Czech animated film in the international context”. Another dear guest will be Václav Koubek, who is well known as a song-writer and an actor but less so as a film author. In an 1 hour block, his four short films (Departure, Dressing Room, Hit, Trolley) will be introduced. We are also awaiting a delegation to the Slovak film Stanko led by the producer Barbara Harumová Hessová.
PATRONAGE
This year again the IFF 3Kino – Prague will take place under the patronage of Her Excellence Ambassador of Poland Grażyna Bernatowicz and under the honorary patronage of Czech Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs Michaela Marksová.

ABOUT HOSTS
Miloš Máca (1981) / director of the festival      

He graduated simultaneously at the Law School, Palacký University Olomouc, and the theory and history of the film at the Masaryk University in Brno (both in 2005). Form 2006 to 2010 he lectured at University of South Bohemia in České Budějovice, since 2008 he has contributed to the journal Film a doba. Miloš Máca not only organize the film festival 3Kino, he cooperates with the festivals Filmové babí léto in Třinec and Lubuskie lato filmowe in Łagów, where he is responsible for the Czech and Slovak part of the program.  Apart from his activities in the area of film, Miloš Máca works as a lawyer with a specialisation in medical law. 
Vavřinec Menšl (1971) / director of the festival      
In 2015, he was awarded in the photojournalist Czech Press Photo contest in the category Online Feature. As a cameraman and a script writer, he cooperates in the journalistic broadcast of the Czech Television Reportéři ČT. His directorial debut was a feature documentary called 5 Rules (2013) which was shown at several Czech and international festivals. Besides organizing the IFF 3Kino – Prague, he also cooperates with the festivals Filmove babí léto in Třinec and Solanin Film Festiwal. He is an author of the 2008 and 2009 portrait photography collection of Czech distinguish dissidents incl. the most famous one of the poet Ivan Martin Jirous. Nowadays, Vavřinec Menšl deals mainly with architecture and design for domestic and foreign magazines and shoots commercials. His work was exhibited in Fragnerova gallery in Prague and in Centre for architecture (Vienna).
